Ordinarily we can undertake such work for a set fee as follows: 


Guilty Plea – our charge will be £400 plus VAT maximum.  A guilty plea is a plea that is entered on the first date at Court.  If the matter is adjourned, then the fee may rise.


Not Guilty Plea, i.e. a Trial – our charge for a simple one-day Trial will be £1,500 plus VAT

It is rare for our costs to exceed the above amounts.  In the event that it is necessary for our charges to increase, you will be notified, and you can decide how you would wish matters to proceed.

Other Costs
Include fees paid to Third Parties, such as Experts or a Barrister.  Before proceeding to instruct these Third Parties we will obtain a quote for your consideration.  No Expert will be instructed without our receiving funds in advance.
Costs Payable to Others

If you plead guilty you will be required to pay a contribution to Prosecution Costs. These can vary but will be in the region of £85. 

If you are convicted after Trial the contribution to Prosecution Costs will be considerably higher and will likely run to hundreds of pounds. 

Likely Timescale and Key Stages

If you plead guilty your case should be concluded on that day.

A Trial is usually listed within 6 – 8 weeks after your plea.
